Easter Vigil? 
 

The Easter Vigil is the most ancient of all of these services, one that was practiced in 

Jerusalem at the very tomb of Christ for many years. The vigil service came about as people 

gathered in churches the night before Easter to celebrate the resurrection. We don’t know 

exactly when Christ was raised, so the people gathered the night before so they wouldn’t miss 

the moment! 
 

The Vigil concludes the Triduum, which means "Three Days" 

which begins with Maundy Thursday. In the Maundy 

Thursday service there is no Benediction and the Good Friday 

has no Invocation or Benediction, as these services are seen 

together as one Triduum.  
 

We will gather outside the church doors, (in the narthex if 

cold), and walk in with candles in darkness (the darkness of 

the Good Friday service.) We will then speak for the first time 

the Easter Greeting – Christ is Risen! The light of Christ overcomes the darkness and lights 

are gradually turned on to signify the resurrection of Christ, the Light of the World. 
 

During the service, we will hear various Scripture readings recounting the history of sinful 

men, all culminating with Jesus’ sacrifice for sin God’s holy children. 
 

The Easter Vigil was the day when most ancient baptisms took place, so during the vigil we 

will remember our own baptism. We will also participate in the Lord’s Supper with Easter joy, 

knowing that while we worship, Christ is raised from the dead, and so too will we be. 

Following then, Easter morning, the Easter Divine Service will be as normally with the Easter 

breakfast during the Bible Study hour. 
 

This service may be new to us, but they are ancient and familiar to the church. As Lutheran 

churches stopped having the Vigil, the service was replaced with the Sunrise service by other 

Protestant groups and soon after by Lutherans. We used this service last year for our sunrise 

service and now are using it in its proper place. 
 

Churches held this service traditionally through the time of the Reformation. Its history is very 

similar to that of having a Christmas Eve service, originally known as the Christmas Vigil, 

and was reestablished in the mid-1930's by German Lutherans. This service is a great heritage 

that we celebrate to remember the Passion of our Lord with Word and song. You are all 

invited to participate, and we will also invite others to hear the Gospel of Christ's death and 

resurrection.

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A Retreat With Pastor 
 

In January I had the opportunity to take part in a program for continued pastoral education called “Doxology.” 

Doxology was designed to bring together spiritual training and counseling from psychology as part of pastoral care.  
 

Rev. Harold Senkbeil leads the program with his 31 years of perish experience and 7 years as professor at the seminary. 

He is joined by Dr. Beverly Yahnke who serves as professor of psychology at Concordia University Wisconsin and ran 

Christian Counseling Services in Milwaukee for over 25 years. 
 

The program brings pastors from together for advanced training and discussion on topics of spiritual warfare and a 

greater depth of psychological concerns in pastoral care. Pastors newly out of the seminary, such as myself, and pastors 

who have been in congregations for as many as 25 years are together for this advanced training. 
 

Part 2 of this training will be upcoming,  June 15-17th (Friday-

Sunday). The retreat is held at the Jesuit Retreat Center in Los Altos, 

CA. Each pastor is asked to bring with them at least one lay member 

from their congregation for this gathering. Then the lay member is 

asked to share with congregation following. 
 

There are sessions where we will be together, sessions where members and pastors are separate, and plenty of time for 

discussion. Topics include mission opportunities, pastor/congregation relationships, and congregational leadership. 
 

The cost for one lay member from Bethlehem has already been covered, though more are welcome to join at the cost of 

$300 (which includes your materials, lodging, and meals.) The rooms are single rooms, the schedule is pretty full, and 

there is limited internet access and phone coverage. If you would like to learn more, please me know. If you are 

interested in joining me for this session please let me know as soon as possible, as I will have to send in the registration 

in April.
